GIVE GOD
THE GLORY

A curious feature
of the first half of
Mark's Gospel is
the pattern of Je-
sus working a mira-
cle, then telling the
recipient of the
miracle to keep
still about it. Many
theories have been
offered: Mark is
setting the stage
for the great
"secret" revealed
when Peter will
proclaim Jesus the
Messiah at
Caesarea Philippi; more skeptical commentators offer
that Jesus, fully aware of human nature, knew that the
way to spread the news was to tell people to keep it
secret. The insight into this secret-keeping that serves
us well, however, is that Jesus was initiating his public
ministry according to the pattern that Paul describes.
He was doing it for the glory of God--not for his own
benefit, but for that of all. Paul would later write in Phi-
lippians that Jesus "humbled" himself to become like
us. And we see this humility at work in today's healing
of the leper. Jesus is trying to reveal the presence of
God's reign among the people, not so that he himself
might receive the glory, but so that God would be glori-
fied through him. Imitating this pattern, which Paul en-
courages the Jewish and Greek Christian factions in Cor-
inth to do, still serves us well today.

2018 LENTEN REGULATIONS

1. - The days of both Fast and Abstinence during Lent are Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday. If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy
Saturday night) as the “Paschal fast” to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, and
to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to celebrate more readily His Resurrection. The
other Fridays of Lent are days of Abstinence.

On a day of Fast, only one (1) full metal is permitted, and two (2) smaller meals, which,
if added together, would not exceed the main meal in quantity.

Those between the ages of 18 and 59 are obligated to fast.

On a day of Abstinence, no meat may be eaten. Those who have reached the age of 14
are obligated by the law of abstinence.

2. - The obligation to observe the laws of Fast and Abstinence “substantially”, or as a whole,
is a serious obligation.

3. - The Fridays of the year, outside the Lent, are designated as days of penance, but each
individual may substitute for the traditional abstinence from meat some other practice of
voluntary self-denial as penance.

4. - The time for fulfilling the Paschal Precept (Easter Duty*) extends from the First
Sundays of Lent, February 18, 2018 to the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity, May 27,
2018.

*Canon 920, 1. All the faithful after they have been initiated into the Most Holy Eucharist, are bound by the obligation of
receiving Communion at least once a year.
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
