ST. FRANCIS is credited with believing that all the crea-
tures of the earth were his brothers. He is said to have
preached to anyone who would listen, including the birds.

It is for this reason that statues of St. Francis often
depict him in the company of birds. St. Francis believed that God's
creation, and especially God's creatures, can reveal
something of the nature of God and his love for mankind.
